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What is a watershed?  

A watershed is a river basin where all of the water 
drains to a single point.  In our watershed, this point 
is where the Lake Fork of the Gunnison drains into 
Blue Mesa Reservoir, on the Gunnison River in 
western Colorado, and is fed by numerous upstream 
tributaries, most notably Henson Creek. 
 
A watershed is the ideal unit for management, 
intertwining all the elements of culture and 
landscape. As aptly stated by John Wesley Powell: 

"[a watershed is] that area of land, a 
bounded hydrologic system, within 
which all living things are 
inextricably linked by their 
common water course and where, 
as humans settled, simple logic 
demanded that they become part of 
a community." 

 
Who is the Lake Fork Valley  

Conservancy? 

You are!  If you have an interest in clean water, 
wildlife, historical preservation, responsible outdoor 
recreation, and/or land conservation, you can get 
involved in a community effort to improve the 
quality of life in our watershed. 

Currently, the LFVC has completed and begun 
implementation of its ten year Watershed 
Stewardship Plan.  The Plan outlines our strategic 
goals for the next ten years, and acts as a guide for 
decisions made by stakeholders. Key issues 
identified for our watershed are impacts from 
historic mining, increasing development and 
recreation pressures, invasion of exotic plants and 
aquatic species, and declining health of forests, 
grasslands and river corridors.  

Primary actions addressed in the plan: 

Reclaim abandoned mine sites that 
contribute significant amounts of heavy 
metals to Henson Creek 

Restore portions of the Lake Fork most 
significantly altered due to development 

Raise awareness of watershed impacts 
and of LFVCôs restoration efforts 

Promote sound land and water use 
planning in cooperation with local, state 
and federal entities 

Develop and implement a 
comprehensive monitoring strategy and 
database to guide our future actions and 
to measure our successes
